WORKSHOP VENUE

Due to the nature of the workshop, the location of the lectures and tutorials are spread around ESO’s main building.  The first days of talks and lectures will take place in the Auditorium, as will registration and lunch on the first day of the meeting.  The tutorials on Wednesday – Friday will then take place in the Auditorium, Council Room and Rooms 231 & 232.  For a detailed breakdown of which tutorials are in which of the above rooms, please see enclosed Tutorials sheet.  Details of the tutorials are posted outside each location.  

TUTORIALS

The tutorial groups have already been drawn up and a list of the groups is included in this pack.  Please check the list for your Group Number and using this number you can see when you should attend each tutorial offered.  A label has been printed with your name and group number and should be with your badge.  Please stick this label on your Workshop folder in case of loss and also as a reminder to you of your group number.

Of course, if you wish to skip any tutorials, this is fine.  However we ask that you stick to the groups we have drawn up so as to avoid confusion or overcrowding in tutorials.

REGISTRATION

If not paid in advance, the registration fee of 150 EUR is payable in EURO cash at the registration desk - no credit card facilities are available at the Workshop venue.  The registration fee covers the costs of a copy of the Workshop CD, lunch on Monday, all coffee breaks, the Workshop dinner, and the Workshop bus transport. SECURITY

Due to enhanced security measures, participants will have to wear their Workshop Badges at all times on entry to the Max Planck campus (lunch venue). These regulations are imposed on the Workshop organisers by the Head of Security of Max-Planck.

A member of ESO staff will be on hand, for 20 minutes from the start of the lunch breaks, at the gate between ESO and Max Planck so that all Workshop Participants can gain access to the Max Planck campus for lunch.

COMPUTER ACCESS

Participants can hook up their laptops to the Internet via the ESO Wireless Network which is available in all the meeting rooms as well as the library. Those without wireless card should ask for assistance at the respective tutorial station and may use a computer in the library for checking email. Those without laptop need to team up with a colleague during the tutorials.

WORKSHOP CD

The CD contains all the material necessary to run the tutorial sessions, i.e. the software developed by the tutors as well as instructions on how to install, configure and run it.

Third party software (e.g. Java) should be downloaded from the producer/vendor web site directly, following the related tutorial requirements indicating version restrictions.

The data on the CD has been available since 22 June via FTP: ftp://archive.eso.org/pub/vo-workshop/ and participants have been asked to download the material on to their laptops PRIOR to the beginning of the tutorials.  If you have not yet done so, please ensure that you use this CD in preparation for Wednesday’s start.
